All the activities are organised and supervised by fully trained activity leaders and staff. During
their stay, children will take part in a packed programme of exciting, challenging and unforgettable
experiences throughout the day and in the evenings, including wild food foraging, technical tree
climbing, bat detecting, archery and climbing.

The children will sleep in structures including a hand-built yurt, geodome, Mongolian ger, tipi,
traditional bell tent and even an upturned boat hull!

The children will travel to and from Camp Kernow by bus and they will need a packed lunch on
the first day. All food for the rest of visit is included and will be provided by the centre.
