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Dear Parents

Your child is focussing on learning to recognise the numerals from 0-10 in school and we are including some number flashcards for you to practise at home, to reinforce their learning.  We also use some little rhymes to help the children recognise each numeral.  Please see these below:

Number 1 is like a stick, a straight line down that’s very quick!

For number 2, go straight around, and then make a line across the ground.

Go right around what will it be?  Go round again to make a 3.

Down, across and down once more, that’s the way to make a 4!

Short neck, belly fat, number 5 wears a hat!

Roller coaster curving down, 6 hits the bottom then loops around.

Across the sky and down from heaven, that’s the way we make a 7.

Slither down the snake, back up for number 8.

Make a loop and then a line, that’s the way we make a 9.

Tall straight, circle then, that’s the way we make a 10.


We hope you find these rhymes help your child to learn to recognise each number.  Many thanks for your help practising these at home.
